Improper fabrication of a programmable IC has resulted in production of some products that
will not communicate through the RS-232 interface. The only product feature affected by
this fabrication defect is the RS232 communications interface. All attempts to communicate
across the RS232 interface will result in one of the following errors:

- No response on the front panel keys of the instrument
(no key clicks)

- An error indication hardware and /or software

- An instrument malfunction
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Solution / Action:
Defective units can be identified by doing one of the following three tests:

1) Have aqualified service technician remove the rear bezel and cover and visually inspect
the IC listed below:

2) Thistest uses front panel menu selections and a jumper between two pins on the RS232
connector.
