Improper fabrication of a programmable | C has resulted in production of some products that
will not communicate through the RS-232 interface. The only product feature affected by
this fabrication defect is the RS232 communications interface. All attempts to communicate
across the RS232 interface will result in one of the following errors:

- No response on the front panel keys of the instrument (no key clicks)
- An error indication hardware and /or software
- An instrument malfunction
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Solution / Action:
Defective units can be identified by doing one of the following three tests:

1) Have aqualified service technician remove the rear bezel and cover and visually inspect the
IC listed below:

Inspection criteria: The defective IC will have ayelow paper label with markings:

2) Thistest uses front panel menu selections and a jumper between two pinson the RS232
connector.

1. Setup your unit for RS232 communication, use the following keystrokes:
1. Shift - Menu ON
2.>>>>tothe"INPUT/OUTPUT" menu
3.V, > tothe"INTERFACE" menu
4.V, > tothe"RS232", ENTER

2. Turn the unit off and place a small jumper between pin 2 and pin 4 of the RS232 connector
(located on the back of the unit).

3. Turn unit on. A defective IC will causethe unit to give you an error "625" and beep
continuougly.

4. Good unitswill give an error "511" and only beep once.

3) Thistest requires the user to connect the unit to a Personal Computer with an RS232 cable
(F1047-80002 or equiv.) and attempt to communicate using:

- Win 3.1 Terminal
- Win95 Hyper Terminal

After you connect the unit to a PC with the proper RS232cable and configure the interface, try
sending "*IDN?' command.
