Situation: 

Frequency counter accuracy can be degraded when instruments are operated at cold tem-
peratures with an external reference. The inaccuracy is caused by ringing on the 10MHz
signal being supplied to the A2 Controller assembly from the A15 RF assembly 10MHz
distribution amplifier.

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Solution/Action: 

The 0.01uF capacitor and the 422 ohm resistor are used on the A15 RF assembly.
Remove the top and bottom Reference shields. Replace the R327 with the 0.01uF
capacitor. Solder the 422 ohm resistor in parallel with A15L304. Mount the resistor
directly on top of the inductor making sure to allow clearance for the shield.
